Circa 1580  DIEDERICH von Rönne, Pastorates Cottage Owners in parish Osten

Son of Detlef von Rönne at Geversdorf and Balje; died around 1657; and had, according to the “Land Accounting”, still owned 18 acres of land in parish Osten.

Diederich was married with Agatha (no surname) who, after his death in 1657, continued to cultivate the land with her son Detleff von Rönne.

The relationship of the following sons is not totally certain, because their birthdays must be estimated.


1.  Detleff          circa 1606-1676    Wed Mette.(no surname), Lord of Hüll


2.  Hinrich         circa 1608-1677    Wed….and cottage owner in Schleusenfeld


3.  Dietrich        circa 1610-1670    Wed Margaretha (no surname) Horse hair

4.  Johann          circa 1612-            Wed Trine Schlichtmann, Grossenwörden

Detleff and Hinrich von Rönne were from 1675 mustered out of the “Münsteranern”, because both already were 65 years old.  They were cottage owners and tenant and armed with a short sword (Glaive).  A Johann von Rönne (Judge Johan’s son???) was absent and could not be mustered.

Circa 1600  CLAUS von RÖNNE, Cottage plowman at Engelschoff, Grossenwörden

Listed in 1636 in the “Treasury and Military Service Accounting” of parish Osten, Grossenwörden, Horst—with 3 horses, 1 cow and 1 pig.

  
In the “head count (census)” of 1663, is listed Claus von Rönne and wife.

Circa 1630  CLAUS von RÖNNE, House owner  at Engelschoff

Was in the “head count (census)”of 1663 mentioned:  “Claus von Rönne and wife” without further information.  In 1675 he appeared with a “Fire Rod (gun) for mustering at Himmelpforten and was called up by the cathedral” to be used for military service”.

Circa 1653  CLAUS von RÖNNE, House owner at Engelschoff

Son of aforementioned Claus von Rönne of Grossenwörden; lived circa 1653-1715; and married in 1684 with Catharina Olrich, who lived 1658-1714 and died of the old of age 56.  Their children were:


1.  Johann               1685-1720      Wed in 1716 Catharina Yungclaus


2.  Hinrich              1689-   ?

Johann and Catharina had two daughters:  Anna (1717) and Elisabeth (1720).
