About the von Rönne
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The old noble shield of the Lords von Rönne is in the middle by a whitish-silver stream, dividing it into two  like red colored fields.  Above the opening,  with its silver and red earthly lines, and the décor effect.  The tourney helmet presents itself as a green tree with branches permitted to stand out on both sides, as the above figure shows.  About it, I make the following explanation:



A hero in due time brings forth clear stream from tree,



Enthusiastic, by sacrificial writings, history asserts



Justice, servant, hereafter strength



The tree of the Ronnes yet conveys clear water,



A holy minded heart reaches to heavenly fountains



And brings, like a tree, fruit at the right time.



That can the green tree of the Ronnes here display,



So long as a branch continues to show the fruit of holiness.

As to the first arrival of this old Bremen knighthood, I have been unable to find a valid report;  however, they long ago were found under the noble knighthood of the land and were famous; before Archbishop Johannes Rode came to the government   Hence, also, in the standing  MSC, the established archbishop himself was numbered under the old noble Kedinger family. About the von Rönnes

___________________________________________________________________________

Year 1450 had lived Diederich von Rönne, and had been invested by Archbishop Gerhardo with the judgeship of the parish of Osten; Vid. MSC.  Archbishop Johannes Rode, F. M. 103

Year 1500 were living Dietrich, Claus and Erich von Rönne.  Id.MSC.Lc

Year 1572 three from this family are on the master roll of the Bremen Knighthood with compensation made fast: namely, Claus, Gördt and Berthold von Rönne.

Year 1643 on July 3rd Mr. Asmus von Rönne, Lord of the Manor at Osten (by marriage?), married Mariam von Wersabe, Lord Wulff—Hinrichs von  Wersabe from Rarsebruch daughter  with whom he begat four sons; namely, Lords Johann, Wulff Hinrich, Asmus and Lueder von Rönne and unequally a daughter named Magdalene Elisabeth.*

Not of few of this family was spread throughout Denmark through Lord Claus von Rönne, Royal Danish Captain, who with his wife Anna Sophia von Mülheim, daughter of Balthasar and Frau Magdalene von Wolframsdorff, left behind various heirs: namely, 1.  Otto von Rönne, Royal Danish Major; 2.  Eylard von Rönne, who fell in the war near Trier; 3.  Clara Maria; 4.  Magdalene Christina; 5.  Anna Sophia.  Something about his remaining brothers and sisters may by the following be seen.

*These von Rönnes had received their inheritance in Achimschen at Wipelnbusch and Zoppeln; and are by this time deceased without male heirs.   (1) There are however yet some of this same family in the parish of Osten; inheritance to Lieutenant Barthard von Rönne.   Ux. i. n. Ruhlen from Wellingbuettel.  (2) Barbricht von Döring from Belum; and this brother John who served in the King of Sweden’s War.
